NOTES

Being part of the English Civil War Society
The Roundhead Association is a nationwide organisation dedicated to re-enacting battles, skirmishes and other aspects of the seventeenth century.  Together with the King’s Army, which forms the Royalist side of the English Civil War Society, we have presented hundreds of such events over the past two decades.  We have staged several award-winning living history displays, undertaken work for many films and television programmes, and given numerous talks and seminars.

We aim to depict, as nearly as possible, an accurate picture of life during the Civil Wars and so members taking part in our events are expected to be dressed and equipped to a high standard of authenticity.

Applications for membership of any of our military bodies should be sent to the regimental agitant.  For those preferring civilian life we have a Baggage Trayne, with its own agitant to whom applications for membership should be sent.  Some units apply their own supplementary charges to help cover the cost of weapons, costume, equipment, internal administration and transport.  New members will be given assistance with costume, transport etc. where appropriate.

Each member of the Roundhead Association MUST ALSO BE a member of one of its constituent units.

In addition it is ESSENTIAL that all those intending to participate in one of our events are fully signed and paid-up members BEFORE going on the battlefield.

New members are, therefore, expected to pay before, or at, their first event.  The person(s) or regiment that introduces them should prepare them for this, and will be responsible in case of default.  Rejoining members should likewise present their membership forms and fees before, or at, the first muster they attend each season.

RULES FOR THE ROUNDHEAD ASSOCIATION  (Abridged)

The aim of the Roundhead Association is the faithful interpretation of the life and warfare of the English Civil Wars and the 17th century.

The Committee of Safetie is the governing body and shall consist of the executives and one elected member from each of the regiments plus other representatives, as the committee shall deem necessary from time to time.  Meetings of the committee shall be open to all members who may speak with the consent of the Chairman.

No member shall enter into any agreement or contract or media interview involving the Association or the English Civil War Society Ltd. without first obtaining the written consent of the Secretary of the ECWS or the Secretary of the Association or the Committee of Safetie.

A regiment shall consist of at least 24 paid up members.  Regiments may be created, disbanded or amalgamated by the Committee on the recommendation of the Lord General.

Weapons shall be a pike (minimum length 14 Ft.), a black powder musket or artillery piece; every musketeer shall hold valid licenses, and every musket and cannon shall be properly proofed by a recognised proof house.  Officers below the rank of Major shall carry a partisan or like; Sergeants shall carry a halberd or like; gunners and Scots regiments may carry other appropriate weapons.

No member shall at any time carry a weapon when off the campsite unless officially sanctioned.

Every member shall wear a hat or helmet appropriate to his arm of service.

Members are required to obey all reasonable orders of the Committee of Safetie, the Lord General or the officers of the Association (commissioned or executive).

Members are required at all times to conduct themselves in such a manner that the Association shall remain beyond all reproach.

Regiments, through their officers, are responsible at all times for the conduct of their members, both on and off the battlefield.

Any member found to be under the influence of alcohol on the battlefield will be removed and may be expelled.

Unless otherwise engaged in affairs of pre-battle displays, members are required to present themselves punctually at the designated form-up point ready to march off at the time allotted by the Lord General or his staff.

Members who fail to observe the Rules of the Association may be expelled immediately on the authority of the Lord General, the Secretary or the Colonels, or pursuant to a properly convened Court Martial.  An appeal may be made to the Committee of Safetie.

The Roundhead Association reserves the right to refuse membership and to circulate the names and addresses of undesirables to interested third parties whomever the Committee of Safetie or Secretary or Membership Secretary feel these may be.
